Guidelines for applying to exhibit at the 5th Annual Davis Recycled Art Faire

Classroom recycle leaders and garden leaders are invited to participate with craft sales from
the school sites. All funds generated will return to your participating group, classroom, or
environmental program.

Guidelines:

¢ All entries and crafts are to be checked in at the entry station by the flag pole at the north end
of the Central Park Gardens. Each individual or group will be provided with a specific space
to display work. Each artist is responsible to set up and display his or her own work in a safe
manner. Artists are responsible for their own signage. There is no entry fee.

e Entries must be made from materials which have been previously used, destined to be
discarded or recycled.

¢ Using new materials purchased for the entry is not allowed and will disqualify the entry. The
only new items allowed for construction of art pieces include construction materials such as
paint, glue, tape, screws, and nails.

e Tables will be furnished if requested by the May 15th deadline.

e Each entry must specify whether the item will be for sale (specify the amount) or not for sale.

e All artwork for sale must have the price displayed on the piece.

e Upon arriving at Central Park Gardens, each entry will be humbered and tagged according to
the entry form on file.

e Each artist is to set up and display his or her own work.

¢ If the weather should become unstable the morning of the event, you will be contacted with
details to follow.
